	East Bay Community Foundation Conference Center, 353 Frank Ogawa Plaza, Oakland
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Helpful Hint: There are a number of buildings at different angles on Frank H. Ogawa Plaza that sometimes confuse first-time visitors trying to find us. Here’s a way to eliminate the confusion: 

1. Stand in front of the main entrance to Oakland City Hall with your back to the big Oak tree on the lawn. 

2. Turn your head to the right and you will see a seven-story brick building with green trim.  On the facade of the third level are the words: “East Bay Community Foundation.”

And that is where we are.

From Eastern Contra Costa County: Take Highway 24 west through the Caldecott Tunnel. Take the Highway 980/Downtown Oakland exit. Take the 18th Street exit towards 14th Street. Stay straight to go onto Brush St. Turn left onto 17th Street. Turn right onto Clay Street. See below for parking options.

From Richmond and Marin County: Take Highway 580 to Interstate 80 West. At the San Francisco /Oakland Interchange, take Highway 580 East. Take the Highway 980/Downtown Oakland exit. Take the 18th Street exit towards 14th Street. Stay straight to go onto Brush St. Turn left onto 17th Street. Turn right onto Clay Street. See below for parking options.

From Pleasanton/Livermore: Take Highway 580 to Oakland. Take the Highway 980/Downtown Oakland exit. Take the 18th Street exit towards 14th Street. Stay straight to go onto Brush St. Turn left onto 17th Street. Turn right onto Clay Street. See below for parking options.

From the San Francisco/Bay Bridge: Take the Highway 580 exit. Take the Highway 980/Downtown Oakland exit. Take the 18th Street exit towards 14th Street. Stay straight to go onto Brush St. Turn left onto 17th Street. Turn right onto Clay Street. See below for parking options.

From the Oakland Airport: Take 880 North to the Broadway exit in Downtown Oakland. Make a right at the first light onto Broadway. Make a left onto 8th Street. Make a right onto Clay Street. Make a right on 16th Street. See below for parking options.

Parking: There are five parking structures that service the Civic Center Plaza. The closest is beneath the Dalziel Building. The entrance to this garage is on 16th Street between Clay Street and Telegraph Avenue. Parking also is available in the City Center Garage, located beneath City Center, accessed via entrances on 14th Street between the 1300 Clay Street and 505 14th Street buildings, or via 11th Street just past Clay. A third parking structure is located very nearby on San Pablo Avenue, with entrances on both 16th and 17th streets. In addition, there is a parking structure on Clay between 14th and 16th streets. Finally, there is a large parking structure, City Center Garage West, on the corner of 12th and Jefferson streets, and accessed via entrances on 12th and on Martin Luther King, Jr. Way (across from Preservation Park).

Public Transportation: Civic Center Plaza is serviced by all AC Transit lines and by BART. The BART station servicing Civic Center Plaza is 12th Street/City Center. After disembarking from the train, exit the station via the 14th Street exit. This exit opens on Broadway and 14th Street. City Hall and the Civic Center Plaza will be visible from the exit. As you look across the Civic Center Plaza, the De Domenico Building is the brick and glass structure to the right of City Hall. 
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
