Mandatory Reporting: Required but Problematic
State law requires health care providers to report patients who are victims of domestic violence, but the current system is problematic. Hillary Larkin notes, “Currently, emergency rooms and medical providers have no standardized DV reporting form. We also don’t know whether there will be help available for victims when we do fill out the form.”
Using Technology to Better Meet the Needs of Victims

“The DVRR will simplify domestic violence reporting for Alameda County health care providers,” Larkin said, “it allows every health care provider to easily refer victims for comprehensive services, regardless of where or when the patient presents for care.”
DVRR gives medical providers a convenient web-based tool to make a police report and simultaneously refer a victim to the Alameda County Family Justice Center (ACFJC). 
 “The ACFJC provides the full range of legal, medical and other services needed by domestic violence victims under one roof and also maintains an extensive, streamlined referral network,” said Nadia Lockyer, “DVRR continues the tradition of innovation by the Alameda County Family Justice Center. We are proud to join health care, technology, and victim’s rights leaders from throughout the region in launching this critically needed service.”
